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Align arrows on page 1 with arrows on page 3, 
then join pages with tape.

• ½ yard each of four red fabrics
• FQ each of two green fabrics
• 1 yard white fabric
• scraps of yellow for appliqué
• scraps of black for applique
• 1 yard fusible web
• 1 yard fusible fleece
